General Information
1. Registration for the tournament is now open and will end on Wednesday, October 16, 2013 at 5:00 PM.

2. The Revere Fall Kickoff is a double-entry tournament, excluding draw events, Student Congress, and Debate events. Any Speech competitors may enter Multiple Reading, but Student Congress and Debate competitors may not.
3. There is a five-dollar registration fee per entry; Duo and Multiple Reading are counted as one entry each. For Public Forum and Lincoln-Douglas Debate, the fee is $10.

4. For every five competitors (or fraction thereof) in speech events, each school must provide one judge. One judge is required for every two Debate entries (or fraction). Extra judges are always welcome. There is a fifty-dollar fee to pay for a judge’s drop or failure to cover your team’s judging obligation. Please remember that numbers of required judges are determined at the time of registration, not on the day of the tournament.

5. Food and beverages will be available in the cafeteria throughout the day.

Deadlines: All entries must be received by Wednesday, October 16th at 5 p.m.  Please see information on registration at www.massforensics.org.

Special Events Offered:
Lyrical Poetry – LP: (Six minute maximum w/30 second grace period) The contestant presents a prepared program derived from the lyrics of one or more songs.  The program may be arranged from one group/musician or as a themed presentation from various artists.  Students should select their program from age-appropriate material only. Singing is NOT allowed. 

Oral History- OH: (Six minute maximum w/30 second grace period) 
This is a reading event in which students write and perform their own material reflecting on a historical event of their choosing in first person voice. The individual should deliver the recollection of the historical event as if he/she were present at the time and place it occurred. Narrators may represent actual historical actors or imagined witnesses. Presentations should include vivid descriptions of the event as well as commentary on its personal and historical impact. Competitors will be judged on fluency, vocal variation, articulation, audience engagement, believability, creativity, and clarity. No costumes or props are allowed.
Original Literature - OL: (Ten minute maximum w/30 second grace period). This is a reading event in which students, alumni, parents and coaches are invited to share original works of poetry, prose or playwriting. Competitors will be judged on both writing and presentation. Creative combination of a variety of forms is acceptable, but pieces should be tied together by theme. 
Public Forum Debate rounds will use the September/October topic:
 Resolved: Unilateral military force by the United States is justified to prevent nuclear proliferation.
Lincoln-Douglas Debaters will use the September/October topics:
Varsity : Resolved: In a democracy, voting ought to be compulsory.
Novice: Resolved: Civil disobedience in a democracy is morally justified.
Group Discussion topics will focus on Russia
Radio Broadcasting copy will be from 
combined current national and international press sources
Extemp Topics will include 
national, economic and international 
issues in successive rounds.
Final round focus will be “the Middle East”
Awards - Trophies will be awarded to the top six competitors in each event. The top six Public Forum teams will also be recognized, as will the top six individual speakers in each debate category. Top novices will receive a special memento. 

Sweepstakes trophies will be awarded to the top 8 large schools and top 4 small schools by ranking highest finishers in 10 events plus the next three top finishers.  

All those in attendance will be expected to conduct themselves 
with appropriate respect for their fellow competitors, our school, 
and all private property at all times during the tournament.

Directions:
From South of Boston (or Boston itself):  Take Route 93 North through Boston to Route 1 North via Tobin Bridge (exit 27, exit left after Zakim Bridge). Take 5th exit after bridge, Sargent Street, Revere. Take a left at end of ramp. After approximately one mile, take right at 2nd light onto Broadway. Take first left onto Mountain Ave. Take first left onto School Street. Revere High School is at the immediate right. Please park in the parking lot at the rear of the building.
From West of Boston: Take the Mass Pike (Route 90) to Route 93 North through Boston to Route 1 North via Tobin Bridge (exit 27 exit left after Zakim Bridge). Take 5th exit after bridge, Sargent Street, Revere. Take a left at end of ramp. After approximately one mile, take right at 2nd light onto Broadway. Take first left onto Mountain Ave. Take first left onto School Street. Revere High School is at the immediate right. Please park in the parking lot at the rear of the building.
From North of Boston:  Take Route 1 South to Exit 27, Route 60. At end of ramp, enter rotary & follow ¾ of the way around onto Route 60 east, Squire Road Revere. Follow Route 60 for approximately .8 mile to 2nd rotary. Enter rotary and take first right onto Broadway. Follow Broadway .7 mile. Take left onto (East) Mountain Ave. Take first left onto School Street. Revere High School is at the immediate right. Please park in the parking lot at the rear of the building.
