A Bill to Provide Tax Credit for Energy-Efficient Households 

BE ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED 


Section 1: Energy providers, by means of their own data collecting, will provide the energy consumption levels of their customers to the United States Department of Energy

Section 2: The United States Department of Energy (DOE) will collect and analyze energy consumption levels by individual households. Based on the energy efficient quotas for that fiscal year, as set by the DOE, households and subsequent taxpayers will qualify for tax credits to be filed on the following tax return.

Section 3: The DOE will use the analyze energy data to determine which household is energy efficient. The households that meet DOE requirements will qualify and receive tax credits to their next tax filing. Information regarding qualified individual households and their tax credit information will transferred to the tax IRS.

Sections 4: Households that are deemed energy-efficient shall receive notice of tax credit qualifications.

A Bill to Ensure Safe Food Choices for School Children
BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

SECTION I:
Schools will provide clearly labeled gluten-free lunch choices so students with gluten allergies can have a safe school lunch. 
SECTION II:
Students who have gluten allergies need to clearly know which foods in a school cafeteria line are safe for their consumption.  Schools should both provide gluten-free choices and clear labelling in the lunch line.  
SECTION III:
The US Department of Agriculture Food and Nutrition Service will oversee the implementation of this program. 
SECTION IV:
This bill will go into effect September1, 2017.
SECTION V: 
All other laws in conflict with this new policy shall hereby declared null and void.

A Bill to Give Legal Authority to 
Tribal Courts, County, and State Officers on Native American Reservations
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
The United States Federal Government would give legal authority to Native-American courts, county, and state officers in cases of crime being committed by non-Native Americans on Native American Reservations
Section 2.
Authority will entail the right to detain, arrest, and prosecute non-Native Americans for crimes that are illegal as per the United States Federal Government, or the State or County laws that the reservation is in the jurisdiction of.
Section 3.
The State Department of Justice for all states in which there are Native American reservations will be responsible for enforcement of this legislation. 
A. Funding for the legislation will be through a .01% to 1% income tax on counties with Native American reservations.
B. The exact tax being dependent on the size, prevalence, and crime level on Native American reservation, which will be determined by the county government.
SECTION 4.
The legislation will take effect on January 1st 2017
Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.

A Bill to Provide Paid Family Leave to 
Workers
BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

SECTION I:
Paid Family Leave (PFL) provides benefits to individuals who lose wages when they need to take time off work to care for a seriously ill child, parent, parent-in-law, grandparent, grandchild, sibling, spouse, or registered domestic partner, or to bond with a new child entering the family by birth, adoption, or foster care placement. 
SECTION II:
Benefits are payable for a maximum of 6 weeks during a 12 month period. A worker’s weekly benefit amount will be approximately 55 percent of his/her earnings. Weekly benefits will be capped at $1,500 in order to ensure individuals with high incomes don’t make the program insolvent. 
SECTION III:
The Social Security Administration (SSA) will oversee the implementation of this program. 

A.  Those seeking Family Leave benefits must submit a form to the SSA. providing proof of relationship with the new child for bonding claims, or submit a physician/practitioner’s consent for care claims. 
B. PFL contributions will be paid for with a new 2% payroll tax. Payroll tax is a tax that an employer withholds and pays on behalf of his employees, and it is based on the wage or salary of the employee.
SECTION IV:
This bill will go into effect six months after its passage. 
SECTION V: 
All other laws in conflict with this new policy shall hereby declared null and void.

Health Food Regulations

A Bill to Make Labor Union Membership Optional for workers
 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1.
An employee shall not be required become or remain a member of a labor organization including provisions to require— pursuant to such an agreement, payroll deduction of union dues or fees as a condition of employment
SECTION 2.
As defined under The Federal Service Labor-Management Relations Statute, "labor organization" means an organization composed in whole or in part of employees, in which employees participate and pay dues, and which has as a purpose the dealing with an agency concerning grievances and conditions of employment.
SECTION 3.
The U.S. Department of Labor’s Office of Labor-Management Standards will be responsible for the enforcement of this bill. The consequence for violation of this law follows as: Corporations must forfeit 2.5% of their annual revenue as a penalty in each violation. Unions who violate this law shall be put on probation for one year. If another violation occurs, the union will be dissolved. Any violation of this law can be considered a class B misdemeanor.
SECTION 4.
The act will immediately come into effect.  Future employment will not require admission to a union nor can employees be rewarded for joining one. Current employees opting out of union participation cannot be punished, including job termination, wage reduction, or forfeiture of any provided job bonuses. 
SECTION 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.

A Resolution to Increase the Severity of Punishment for those Convicted of Animal Cruelty in the United States
WHEREAS, 7.6 animals die a year from animal abuse; and 

WHEREAS, you can face up to a year in jail and $1,000 fine for animal cruelty; and 

WHEREAS, we could increase the years in jail to 2 years (for every animal abused) and depending on the severity of the abuse; and

A Bill to Require Backdoor Technology
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT: 

SECTION 1. Upon court order, all telecommunications companies will be required to create and provide government access to decrypting technology that bypasses normal authentication in any product used by the consumers of said companies during situations of national security. 

SECTION 2. Telecommunications companies include all technology industry companies that participate in the distribution of information and facilitate consumer interaction through their technology. Normal authentication refers to any encryption systems under which users enter usernames and passwords, which are in turn authenticated by the telecommunications company. 

SECTION 3. The NSA in tandem with the FBI will oversee the creation of such technology as well as the protection of its security details upon creation. 


A. The NSA will create security infrastructure including but not limited to daily codes that prohibit anyone other than verified government official from accessing the information. 


B. Backdoors will only be used upon court order during a situation concerning national security and will be strictly secured at all times. 

SECTION 4. This bill will be implemented in fiscal year 2018. 

SECTION 5. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
A Bill to Establish a State Subsidized Parental Leave
BE IT ENACTED BY CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
This bill will grant an opportunity for women to take off from working for maternity. They will be granted a state-subsidized leave for their first pair of children.

Section 2.
State-Subsidized is identified as to be a state-paid type of concept or partially paid by the state.

Section 3.
Women who have given birth to a child will be allowed 12 weeks of paid leave for only Full-Time workers. Part-time Workers will be given a shorter duration for a paid maternity leave.

SECTION 4.
This bill will be enacted 6 months after the passing to give leeway for the Department of Health to spread such information and gather funds for the paid leaves of incoming Mothers.
