You are invited to the annual Shawnee Mission Northwest Debate Tournament.  Our tournament will be held on Friday Sept. 22nd and Saturday, Sept. 23rd.  Our Tournament will offer a Top Traditional Varsity Division (both days), a DCI Division (both days), and a Novice Division (Saturday only).  
Top Varsity Traditional Division:

· Judged by SMNW community judges…which means 90% will be lay judges…and a couple of my former debaters.  
· We will have 2 prelims Friday, 3 prelims Saturday, and break to quarterfinals.  

· Since this is considered the “Top Division”, the record will count toward qualification to the KDC.

DCI Bid Division
· Each school must provide 1 judge per 2 teams.  Round up!!!  

· Each school judge is expected to stay 1 round beyond their last team’s elimination.

· The only community judges that will be put in this division will be judges that can listen to a contemporary style of debate.

· We will have 2 prelims Friday, 3 prelims Saturday, and break to quarterfinals.  

· Each school judge is expected to stay 1 round beyond their last team’s elimination.

Novice Division

· 5 prelims Saturday only

· Judged by SMNW community judges…which means 90% will be lay judges…and a couple of my former debaters.  

· We will place the top 8 teams.

The tournament will become whatever size totals out to be double the number of rooms that my administration allows me to use.  I will accommodate as many teams as possible.   I typically get around 60 rooms.
You may enter up to 4 teams.  Extras will be given as much as possible, we try to do our best to accommodate, but can never guarantee anything (unless you and I have made prior arrangements).

Sweeps will be calculated however I can figure out to have the tabroom software tabulate it.

Novice Awards will be ASAP after round 5.  For Top Traditional Varsity, and DCI, breaks will be handed to coaches.
The first 2 rounds will be preset.  Beyond that, we will power-match as I deem appropriate in the moment.
