NYC GUIDE:  New York, New York – See the Boroughs
Here is short list of NYC tourism centered activities that can be completed in 2-3 hours in an evening or on Sunday afternoon.  Most directions are by subway.

Brooklyn Bridge and Brooklyn Heights

Take the 6 train to Brooklyn Bridge/City Hall. Walk across Brooklyn Bridge and arrive in Brooklyn Heights.  The walk is about a mile long and quite pleasant, although windy.  (Vik particularly recommends it during MTA transit strikes.)  When you get to Brooklyn, you can walk down to the 4 train and take it back towards Manhattan, where it connects with the 6 train.  Also:

Walk west to the Promenade for a wonderful evening stroll and fantastic views of the Manhattan skyline. 

If feeling athletic, you can turn left at the foot of the bridge onto Tillary and walk one block to Jay St.  Turn left on Jay and walk up the street past NASSAU Street (That’s Freedom Academy HS on the right).  You will see the MANHATTAN Bridge on the right.  Take the stairs up and cross the bridge back to Manhattan.  Gives you a nice view of the Brooklyn Bridge.  At the foot of the bridge, walk along CANAL Street to the 6 train and take back uptown.
Staten Island Ferry
This is just a spiffy way to see the skyline and get a closer view of the Statue of Liberty.  It’s free.  Get on the Ferry in Manhattan, take in the view on the way over, and hop on again and take it back.  Say you saw another borough.
Times Square

42nd Street at 7th Avenue – Home of “Broadway”, big lights, odes to cap and other mega moments.  All Subways lead to Times Square.  No Ball except New Year’s.
Empire State Building.

Located on 5th Avenue, between 33rd and 34th Streets, which is basically 10 blocks away from the tournament hotel.
Observation hours are 8:00am to 2:00am on Saturday nights.  Last elevators go up at 1:15am.

IMPORTANT: Everyone must go through the security check when entering the building. No glass or bottles are permitted to be taken to the Observatory. Cameras and camcorders are allowed but no tripods. ONLY carry-on size and style bags, suitcases, backpacks, duffle bags, luggage, etc., are permitted. We do not have a coat check, package, baggage check or holding area, so please do not attempt to bring non-carry-on style luggage to the Observatory.

2nd Ave btw. 9th and 10th St.

Washington Place btw. 6th Ave and Washington Sq. Park
