Dear Coaches and Squads, 

The Tahoma Speech and Debate Team cordially invites you to attend the 13th Annual Golden Bear Classic on November 17th and 18th, 2017 at our brand new high school. We are pleased to offer Individual Events, Congressional Debate, Policy Debate, Public Forum Debate, and Lincoln Douglas Debate.  Once again, this is a State Qualifying Tournament in all events for WCD III schools. We will follow current WSFA rules.
Here are more details about our events:

Congressional Debate: 

We will offer two 2 ½ hour sessions on Friday evening and Super Congress on Saturday. (Divided into a House and a Senate)
All sessions will conflict with CX, LD, and PF. 

We will use the Fall Legislation Packet
Awards will be given to the top 5 speakers and the top presiding officer in each chamber.

Policy Debate:

We will offer Novice and Open division and use the 2017-2018 CX Topic.  We will follow the Novice case area list as determined at the September WSFA meeting. Rounds will follow the 8-3-5 format with 6 minutes of prep time per team.  Speaker awards will be presented to the top 5 individuals in each division.  

Lincoln Douglas 
We will offer Novice, Junior, and Open divisions and use the November/December LD Topic.  Rounds will follow the 6-3-7-3-4-6-3 format and have 4 minutes of prep time per competitor.  Speaker awards will be presented to the top 5 competitors in each division.  

Public Forum 
We will offer Novice, Junior, and Open divisions and use the November PF Topic.  Rounds will follow standard PF time format with 2 minutes of prep time per team. Speaker awards will be presented to the top 5 competitors in each division. 
Individual Events
IE’s will be offered at the novice and open levels.
All IE’s conflict, but ample time will be given for students to double enter in events.  However, students are responsible for making it to all their rounds on time and no one will be allowed to triple enter.
REGISTRATION INFORMATION/TOURNAMENT ENTRY FEES

Every school is required to pay a $30 SCHOOL ENTRY FEE per squad. The fee for each individual event is $10. The fee for Dual Interpretation is $18 per pair. Congressional Debate is $10 per entry.  Each Policy team is $18, Public Forum is $18 per team, and LD is $10 per entry. Make checks payable to Tahoma High School Speech and Debate. Payment of fees may be made in advance or during registration.  Acceptable methods of payment are 1) School Check, 2) School or District Purchase Order, or 3) Personal Check.  Payment must be verified before your team can compete.  

Registration will occur through the website http://www.tabroom.com The deadline for registration is 5pm Wednesday, November 15, 2017. Fees will be set on that day. Drops after that time will not be deducted from the entry fee. Please register early because this tournament has been running at full capacity the last few years.  If we run out of space we will have to shut down registration. 
Drops and changes: Please call or email about any changes to your registration as early as possible! Late changes have drastic impacts on the tournament schedule. The earlier you can get drops to us the better the chances are for an ON TIME tournament. SUPERVISION
The WIAA requires the presence, at all times, of a certificated staff member from the school or district supervising your participants.  You will not be allowed to compete if you do not comply with this rule.

Additionally, for all competitors: please do not enter the room until a judge is present. Also, coaches please inform your judges and students that tampering with the school’s technology is strictly prohibited; this includes use of computers or equipment, disconnecting any plugs or cables, etc. Failure to abide by this standard will result in the student or judge’s removal from the tournament plus any potential charges as a result of the infraction.

JUDGING

Each school is required to provide one judge for every two debate teams in Cross-Examination, and one judge for every three Public Forum, or Lincoln Douglas debate entries.  In Individual Events and Congressional Debate one judge is required for 1-5 entries, two judges for 6-10 entries, three judges for 11-15 entries, and so on.  One student competing in two events counts as two contestants. A Dual Interp pair is counted as one entry. Schools may provide senior division students to judge novice division IEs and debate contestants, but must provide the required number of adult judges for open division contestants. Lack of a judge at registration will result in an automatic reduction in your school’s number of entries. In the interest of keeping to the schedule, judges are asked to FIRST turn their ballot in and THEN give feedback to the debaters IF requested. 

ACCOMODATIONS

Food will be provided for coaches and judges in the judges’ lounge located in the THS library on both Friday and Saturday. For students, concessions will be available for purchase in the commons area. 
DIRECTIONS
From North
Proceed south on I-405.  Exit I-405 at SR 169, Exit 4 (Auburn/Enumclaw).  Go to the 2nd stop light and turn left on Hwy 169 to Maple Valley. Travel approximately 14 miles and turn right at the light at 272nd. Turn left onto 228th Ave SE, then turn left at the runabout.
From South I-5 via Hwy 18
Proceed north on I-5 through Tacoma. After entering King County, exit right at Highway 18 (Auburn, North Bend exit.) Heading east on Highway 18, travel for approximately 12 miles to the SE 272 St. / Kent Kangley exit. Off the exit turn right onto SE 272nd St. and travel approximately 4 miles. Turn right onto 228th Ave SE, then turn left at the roundabout.
