This year, you will be able to do online registration at http://sunflower.tabroom.com.

You will need a Tabroom account. At this point I believe all schools have an account, but if you need help setting up an account, contact Mike Harris at mharris4@usd259.net . 
All Districts must use the Evidence in Debate rules at district tournaments. I would ask each of you to please review these rules carefully! A copy of the rules is available on pages 27-31 of the High School Unified Manual which is available at speechanddebate.org. 
All students competing in the NSDA qualifier tournament must be members at least 7 days in advance of the tournament.  National dues and district dues must both be paid prior to the beginning of the tournament.

Schools are required to bring 3 judges for each two entries rounding up. This means 1 entry = 2 judges, 2 entries = 3 judges, 3 entries = 5 judges, and 4 entries = 6 judges. Also, any school with teams advancing to round 4 or later is required to have their judges stay 2 rounds beyond their school’s elimination. When inputing judges in Tabroom, please mark the rounds they are available. Your judging commitment is per round NOT for the tournament. For example, having 4 judges round one and zero judges round two does not meet your obligations. The Committee will work with special circumstances as they arise, but please contact a committee member if you have a special situation or concern.
Judge paradigm sheets are attached. This year we are asking judges to carry their paradigm forms with them to the rounds. Please remember that your judges must be in by the deadline to be eligible for judge strikes. A copy of the district judge strike policy appears at the end of this email.
Remember we need 30 teams actually debating on Friday to qualify three teams for Nationals; it takes 50 teams to qualify 4.  Entry fees are $12 per NSDA debate team. Please read your NSDA High School Unified Manual and familiarize yourself with the rules for this tournament, especially if you are new to the district or new to coaching.  Be sure to download from the speechanddebate.org site the most recent manual. To find it logon at the bottom of the page and under the “Forms and Manuals” area you should see a link for the High School Unified Manual.

1.
Please send me preliminary numbers immediately so that we can plan.
2. Start getting your judges. Remember to get your judges in on time if you want strikes.

Sunflower NSDA Judge Strike Policy
Our strike policy is for debate events only and it is as follows:

1) In order to utilize any strikes, a school must have fulfilled its judge quota and submitted judge information 24 hours in advance of the tournament.  The judges’ names, school affiliations and rounds available will be put onto a spreadsheet and made available to coaches at registration.
2) Each school may strike a judge(s) from hearing any of their teams throughout the tournament.

3) If a school has entered 1 or 2 teams, that school may strike one judge.

4) If a school has entered 3 or 4 teams, that school may strike two judges.
5) Strikes must be made by the end of the opening assembly and may not change thereafter unless the judge struck is unavailable for the tournament.
6) If a judge enters the pool after the tournament has begun and this judge was not on the judge list at the beginning of the tournament a school may elect to strike this new judge but must surrender a previously struck judge to do so. The strike surrendered must be for a judge still active in the judge pool.
